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# % ! Optimal Protein Amount Provided in Critical Care Nutrition -What are
the Direct Benefit and Harm of It ?

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The optimal protein amount to be provided remains unclear in critically ill
patients. There is an opinion that overfeeding including protein in the early
period in acute phase is harmful, and a tendency to accept underfeeding for
about one week, target protein doses of 1.2-2.0 g/kg/day or 1.3 g/kg/day are
currently recommended in the international guidelines for critical care nutrition,
in expectation that high protein will support PICS and ICU-AW outcomes,
which have been emphasized in recent years. Protein is essentially needed for
muscle protein synthesis and immune system in both in healthy and sick days.
What are the direct benefits and harms of high protein provision, and how
should we manage them? There surely exist tips for protein delivery in the
current critical care nutrition practice. Only by understanding these issues can
we maximize the benefits of high protein provision. In this lecture, I would like
to discuss the merits and demerits of protein in the acute phase, and will present
a method of nutritional therapy to realize high protein provision based on the

recent trend of critical care nutrition.
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# <% ! Updated Guideline and The Role of Home Parenteral Nutrition in

Cancer Patients
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In cancer patients, an impaired nutritional status impacts negatively on
functional status, quality of life, tolerance to oncologic treatments, rates of
hospitalization, length of stay, and survival. International guidelines
recommend to regularly screen all cancer patients for nutrition impact
symptoms and clinical signs of malnutrition and, if found at risk, to design
personalized nutritional interventions. Nutritional support in oncologic patients
is a step-by-step intervention, starting from dietary counseling and oral
nutritional supplements (ONS) to Medical Nutrition therapy (MNT), either
enteral nutrition (EN) or parenteral nutrition (PN). In case that oral nutrition
remains inadequate despite counseling and ONS and EN are not feasible,
insufficient, or contraindicated, home PN (HPN) ensures that patients receive

adequate nutritional therapy. HPN can be total (TPN) when patients have no
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or negligible ONS/EN nutrition (<200 kcal/day) or supplemental PN (SPN).
Generally, SPN at home provides 1000-1250 kcal per day, from three to six
times per week in patients with residual—but insufficient—oral food intake. In
2005, a survey to determine the prevalence of home MNT in Italy reported that
in adults the greatest prevalence of HPN was observed in oncologic patients; in
particular, a positive association was found between the number of years since
the regulation was issued and home MNT prevalence.l provided a detailed
description of the pathway leading to the delivery of HPN in oncologic patients
accordingly to daily clinical practice, clinical characteristics, predictive factors

of survival at the time of HPN start, and survival since HPN start.
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# % : Lunch Symposium B: Fish Oil Benefits for Surgical and Critical

Illnesses Patients
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Although there is significant variability in the fluid and energy needs of patients
receiving HPN, intravenous lipid emulsions (ILEs) are an essential part of the
macronutrient composition, serving as an excellent source of non-protein
energy, as well as supplying essential fatty acids. Omega-3 (»-3) fatty acid
(FA)-containing parenteral nutrition (PN) is associated with significant
improvements in patient outcomes compared with standard PN regimens
without -3 FA lipid emulsions.

Accumulating scientific evidence supports the benefits of parenteral nutrition
(PN) with fish oil (FO) containing intravenous lipid emulsions (ILEs) on

clinical. Conducted a network meta-analysis (NMA) to compare and rank
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different types of ILEs in terms of their effects on infections, sepsis, ICU and
hospital length of stay, and in-hospital mortality in adult patients. 1651
publications were retrieved in the original search, 47 RCTs were included in the
NMA. For FO-ILEs, very highly credible reductions in infection risk versus
SO-ILEs [odds ratio (OR) = 0.43 90% credibility interval (Crl) (0.29-0.63)],
MCT/soybean oil-ILEs [0.59 (0.43—0.82)], and OO-ILEs [0.56 (0.33-0.91)],
and in sepsis risk versus SO-ILEs [0.22 (0.08-0.59)], as well as substantial
reductions in hospital length of stay versus SO-ILEs [mean difference (MD) =
—2.31 (-3.14 to —1.59) days] and MCT/SO-ILEs (—2.01 (-2.82 to —1.22 days)
were shown. According to SUCRA score, FO-ILEs were ranked first for all five
outcomes. In hospitalized patients, FO-ILEs provide significant clinical benefits

over all other types of ILEs, ranking first for all outcomes investigated.
